Parent Information – Driver Education
Your student will be enrolling in a Driver Education program which consists of three parts:  a classroom portion, a behind the wheel experience, and issuance of the license.  The first two parts of the program are administrated by the school and require a fee of $100.00. 

As a parent, your involvement is critical to the success of your student.  Please take your student out driving.  Students will only spend 6 hours with an instructor.  That is not enough time to master the skills of driving.  Students need opportunities to practice the skills learned in class before taking the driving skills test.  The only way to improve is to go out and drive.  The student must have their permit in their immediate possession when driving.  
Once a learner permit is obtained, a student may immediately begin to drive.  The student may only operate a Class D motor vehicle, and must have an approved driving instructor occupying a seat beside the student; or the student’s parent or legal guardian, who is 21 years of age and licensed, occupying the seat next to the student.  The student must have their permit in their immediate possession when driving.

Completing an approved Driver Education program is required by the state of Utah before a student can obtain a license.  A student must have a learner permit for 6 months before obtaining a driver license.

All individuals, under 18 years of age, applying for a driver license for the first time, must complete 40 hours of driving a motor vehicle, of which at least 10 hours must be during night hours.  The six hours of driving in a driver education course may be counted as part of this requirement.  A parent or guardian must certify to the completion of this requirement and assume financial liability for their child when a license is applied for.  A driving log will be provided to your student to help them track their driving hours. 
There will be two outside classroom assignments:  an intersection assignment and a maintenance assignment.  Each one must be completed on time and done specifically as stated by the teacher.   These assignments are counted as classroom time, therefore, not turning in either of these assignments will constitute an automatic “fail” for the classroom. Your signature will be required on each of these assignments when they are turned in.  Students who forge a parent’s signature will receive a zero for that assignment.

A student must complete 27 hours of classroom instruction, 6 hours of behind the wheel driving with an instructor, and 6 hours of observation in a driver education car.  A student must pass the classroom portion with a score of at least 70%.  These are state requirements and there are no exceptions to these requirements.

By state requirement, each student will be required to attend class for all 27 hours.  Any hours missed will have to be made up before the student can pass the class.  A student may make up two absences or 3 hours, (summer classes only allow one absence or 3 hours).  On the third absence, (second absence in the summer), your student will have to repeat the course and pay the $100.00 fee.  Two tardies count as one absence and each tardy will require 45 minutes of classroom makeup.  Please have your student to class on time each day.  Phones and electronics are not allowed in class.  If used, they will be taken and a parent will have to come and pick them up.
We make every effort, through training, instruction, and supervision to keep your student safe.  Occasionally, accidents happen out on the range.  If the accident is a result of horseplay, using a phone, ignoring instructions or safety procedures, etc., the student, (driver and/or passenger), and/or their parents/legal guardian will be financially responsible for any and all damages.

As part of the behind the wheel experience, each student will be given the driving skills test by a Driver Education instructor.  A driving skills test will not be given until all classroom requirements have been met.
