Driver License Information
Age:
A student may start a Driver Education course at Maple Mountain High School no sooner than fifteen years of age and must have a valid state learner permit.  A student may not receive a Utah Driver License until they are at least sixteen years of age.

State Requirements:
 
A student must go to the Driver License Division (DLD) and successfully 
pass the written, eye, physical and mental fitness tests in order to obtain a learner permit.  A learner permit is valid for one year from the date of issue and requires a nonrefundable fee of $15.00.  A student must possess a learner permit for at least 6 months before they can apply for a driver license.

Learner Permit:  
Once a learner permit is obtained, a student may immediately begin to drive.  The student may only operate a Class D motor vehicle, and must have an approved driving instructor occupying a seat beside the student; or the student’s parent or legal guardian, who is 21 years of age and licensed, occupying the seat next to the student.  The student must have their permit in their immediate possession when driving.
Class Requirements:
  

After obtaining a learner permit, a student can sign up for a driver education course and must pay the class fee of $100.00.  A student must complete 30 hours of classroom instruction, 6 hours of behind the wheel driving with an instructor, 
and 6 hours of observation in a driver education car.  A student must pass the classroom portion with a score of at least 70%.  These are state requirements and there are no exceptions to these requirements.

The driving portions, (range and on road driving), will extend beyond the classroom instruction dates.  

 Night Time Driving:  
A person, with a permit or driver license, younger than 17 years of age, whether a resident or nonresident of Utah, may not operate a motor vehicle upon any public roadway in Utah between the hours of 12:00 am and 5:00 am.  Any driver younger than 17 may drive between these hours under the following exceptions:

1.   The driver is accompanied by a licensed driver at least 21 years of age who is

occupying a seat next to the driver.

2.   The driver is driving in connection with the driver’s employment, including the trip to   

      and from the driver’s residence and employment. 

3.   The driver drives directly to the driver’s residence from a school-sponsored activity if 

      transportation to the activity is provided by a school and the provided transportation 

      commenced from and returns to the school property where the driver is enrolled.
4.   The driver is on assignment of a farmer of rancher and the driver is engaged in an

      agricultural operation.


5.   The driver is driving in an emergency.

Other Driving Restrictions:
A. A person may not operate a motor vehicle upon any public roadway with any passenger, who is not an immediate family member, (parent, brother, sister, grandparent), of the driver until:

1.  Six months from the date the person’s driver license was issued; or

2.  The person reaches 18 years of age.

Exceptions:

      1.  If accompanied by a licensed driver at least 21 years of age.

      2.  The driver is on assignment of a farmer of rancher and the driver is engaged in an

           agricultural operation.

3.  In an emergency.

B. Any driver, under the age of 18, is prohibited from using a phone while driving.

All individuals under 18 years of age applying for a driver license for the first time must complete 40 hours of driving a motor vehicle, of which at least 10 hours must be during night hours.  The hours of driving in a driver education course may be counted as part of this requirement.  A parent or guardian must certify to the completion of this requirement when a license is applied for.

Obtaining a driver license involves nine simple steps:

1. Completion of an approved driver education course. (Dr Ed Certificate)
2. Assumption of financial responsibility by a parent or legal guardian. 

3. Furnish two forms of positive identification.

4. Furnish two forms of evidence of your Utah residence address.

5. Furnish proof of your social security number.

6. Payment of applicable fees. ($30 for original license)

7. Completion of medical questionnaire and vision test.

8. Completion of required skills test.

9. A photo taken at the DLD (Driver License Division).

Allow plenty of time when going to get your license.  To save time, go to the Driver License website at  www.publicsafety.utah.gov/dld/    print out the online application and have it filled out before going.  You can also click on the link that will allow you to schedule an appointment.  You can also find a link that will allow you to see the waiting time if you do not have a scheduled appointment.
