to be eligible, students need to malgetime to be under 10 hourstuB8ents are responsible for monitoring their missed clagp
time balance and serving the hours necessary to be eligible for participation in school events. Students who are revef JJO hot
missed class time receive a NBarticipation Notice each week. A¢tes receive an additional notification that needs to be
signed by Mrs. Richins or Mrs. Davis, and taken to their coach verifying they are eligible to participate. Please gacourijge
student to recover their learning and maketheir missed clasaie through one of the following options:

1 Attend a math or science lab before or after school
